Check off items available for OHFS and HMCC use.

· Immigration papers, immigration photos, photos of Ellis Island or other entry points.

· Family photos from Greece, from early period in the U.S. and especially family group photos.  Current family photos.

· Photos of ceremonies, i.e. weddings, church events, festivals, picnics, celebrations.

· Video and audiotapes of family or events.

· Resort photos, flyers, brochures, maps, and receipts.

· Photos of people at workplace or working

· Photos of businesses

· Photos of plays

· Military photos: portraits, field training or combat.

· Photos of benevolent, fraternal or other organizations.

· Items and photos of AHEPA and Daughter of Penelope, especially in ritual clothing or regalia. (articles, newspaper clippings, correspondence)

· Marriage certificates, marriage contracts, dowry contracts

· Clothing (men & women) especially handmade and/or ethnic/traditional period everyday clothes. Try for complete outfits to include socks, shoes, & undergarments.

· Uniforms - military, fraternal, work (American or Greek)

· Military certificates, awards, uniform accoutrements.

· Costume jewelry, especially ethnic origin

· Toys and games

· Religious items, icons, home altars

· Marriage ceremonial items, stephena, candles

· Paraphernalia for ceremonies, festivals, celebrations.

· Amulet for evil eye

· Business advertising items such as pencils, pens, rulers, calendars, etc.

· Records, recorded and sheet music (American/English or Greek)

· Dishes, pots, pans (especially ethnic)
